The lllinois Norsk Rosemalers Association is excited to announce a new Beginner
Rosemaling class. Bev Gunderson will be teaching an in-person class this coming |
April 12-14 in La Grange, lllinois. This in-person class introduces people to the
Norwegian folk art of rosemaling. The INRA recommends this beginner class for
those new to rosemaling whether or not they have previous painting experience.

This class will be taught in oil paints but those who use acrylic paints are welcome
to join this class. While this is a skill class, an optional wooden project piece and
two pattern choices will be available in class for those wishing to complete a
rosemaling project during the class. Our focus is to get you going in the art of F}
rosemaling by covering:

embellishments

Design elements essential to rosemaling

Color and how it pertains to rosemaling
Lettering in rosemaling

History and styles of rosemaling

Oil paints, painted cardboard practice sheets and cleanup supplies will be provided by the INRA and the
LaGrange Art League Gallery. 8” round plates will be available for purchase ($10) in class and will already
be background painted in rosemaling colors and ready to paint on. Additional details will be provided
on the supply list that will be sent with student’s registration confirmation.

The class will be held April 12-14, and meet Friday evening 6-9pm, & then Sat and Sun, 9am-12pm and
1-4pm, Central. This is a total of 15 hours. This class will be held at the LaGrange Art League Gallery and
Studio, 122 Calendar Ave. In LaGrange, lllinois, 60525, in the Second Floor Studio.
