Switching Mediums: Acrylics to QOils
with Julie Anderson

Curious about oils? Have you been experimenting with oil paint and frustrated or unsure if you
want to use them? Are you an instructor and allow painters to use a different paint than you
are in the class? This online INRA class is designed for acrylic painters who want to paint with
oil paint. In class we will cover how oil paint handles differently than acrylic paint through lecture
and hands-on practice. Qil painters who are not getting the results they want may also find
some of the skills taught in this class helpful and are welcome to attend. We will cover brush
loading, blending techniques, how the consistency of paint varies between layers, glazing,
methods to clean up mistakes and use of mediums. We'll also discuss brush cleaning, studio
safety, and tips to avoid smudging wet paint.

For the "hands-on" part of this class, participants should select a design they have painted
before. It is easier to focus on painting techniques if you know how to paint the design and are
using the same color scheme as you used in the past. Julie will have a simple design for your
use if you choose not to select a design you have painted before and will include a palette for
her design on the supply list.

Students are encouraged to use a woodenware piece of their choice but practice boards are a
great option. Julie will demonstrate in oil for this class. Zoom sessions will meet on Thursday
May 7 & 14, 2026 6:30 p.m. to 8:30 p.m., Central time.
