Hi, I'm Jill Willems, from lola, Wl and | am a soul-deep artist. It’s what |
do; it’s who | am. Now retired after a long career as an elementary art
teacher, I'min the studio most days designing and painting. | took my first
Rosemaling class in September 2016. From my first lesson a passion for
this Norwegian folk art ignited so fiercely within me it took me by
surprise! It was like finding an artistic path that was foretold for me. I've
studied Rosemaling with many accomplished and gold medalist
